President Robert Robinson called the Monthly Meeting of the Tunkhannock Borough Council to order in the Borough Building, 126 Warren Street, Tunkhannock, PA at 6:30 p.m.

Public Hearing:
President Robinson turned the hearing over to Tunkhannock Borough's Solicitor Paul Litwin.
Solicitor Litwin noted Tunkhannock Borough has two ordinances and a map to adopt. An ordinance amending the zoning ordinance, an ordinance amending the zoning map, and the zoning map.
For the record, the notices were published June 10th and June 17th.
Litwin asked Jere Woods, Code Enforcement Officer, if he identified the property owners. Jere Woods testified yes. Exhibit 1, pictures of property posting.
Litwin asked Dawn Welch, Borough Manager; if she provided notice to the property owners. Dawn Welch testified yes.
Ned Slocum, Planning Commission,said this came up seven to eight years ago and at that time Council spent thousands of dollars to stop this. Manager Welch said it was $2,300.00 not $48,855.00 (engineering cost for the wall).  Slocum at that time told Welch she had no say in the matter because she didn't live in the borough. Manager Welch who pays taxes in the borough has a right to comment. Perez said, Welch was stating facts. After very much discussion, the Planning Commission was only in favor of changing the property by Sherwood's to C2. 
Lynnelle Farber testified she reviewed the amendments and map and had no objections to the requested changes. Farber said if it allows businesses that occupy storefronts and other areas to move, it could be a good place to start. 
Richard Huffsmith, Anthony Talarico, Nick Perez, and Jeannie Brady spoke in favor of the proposed zoning changes.
 Bob Arnoldini, Lorraine & Jim Maillet, Jennie Pitkus had concerns, most of which was parking.
Joe DeMarco has three concerns: a). Resulting uses of adjacent properties and the possible impact on our peace and enjoyment. b). Parking requirements and the resulting impact on the enjoyment. c). Resulting traffic conditions and their impact. 
Frank Oliver enquired if the County ever looked into a parking lot where they could shuttle people.
Letters were received from the Wyoming County Chamber and the Tunkhannock Business and Professional Association in support of the changes.
Ned Slocum then asked a procedural question, is a stenographer needed. Attorney Litwin replied no.
On motion by Ben Barziloski, seconded by Dan Gay, move to adjourn the public hearing at 7:34p.m. Motion carried unanimously.
